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The Pasadena Chamber of Commerce has
a long history of civic engagement in our
local community. We go back to 1888 and
our founding as the Board of Trade. At that
time, a small group of men whose names
now adorn streets throughout Pasadena
and Altadena, Messrs. Banbury, Fordham,
Carter, Ray, Townsend, O’'Neill, Glidden,
Galbraith, Webster, Wotkyns, Knight, Mas-
ters, Bennett and their colleagues, got to-
gether to create an organization to advocate
for commercial interests and draw atten-
tion, and commerce, to Pasadena.

In moving our offices, we found a number
of old documents and records. We found
archived minutes of Chamber Board meet-
ings going back to the very beginning of the
Board of Trade. It is interesting to note how
many issues remain on the Chamber and
City agenda, more than 120 years after the
founding of the Board of Trade. Early on
the business leaders of Pasadena focused on
creating a better quality of life and eco-
nomic environment.

The first year of their incorporation, there
was much talk of fruit storage and distribu-
tion, but the Board of Trade also brought to
the City of Pasadena City the idea of creat-
ing street tree plans for business districts
so that street trees would be consistent on
commercial streets. The Board of Trade also
proposed the first city commission, the
Board of Forestry and aggressively lobbied
the county assessor to reduce tax rates in
Pasadena.

That first year, the Board of Trade also
published a real estate brochure advertis-
ing the wonderful opportunities offered in
Pasadena and worked to recruit a foundry,
watch-making factory and carriage factory
and constituted a committee to explore
developing a reliable and inexpensive
source of water for Pasadena. The Santa
Fe Railroad was almost a standing item on
the Board’s agenda, with discussions about
increasing the frequency of passenger
trains taking up a number of agendas.

We may not discuss the storage of fruit
prior to shipping or the possibly opening a
cannery in Pasadena, but today’s Chamber
advocates for mass transit for the San
Gabriel Valley and still works to bring com-
panies to Pasadena.

In briefly perusing the decades of ar-
chives, | noted that it was the Board of
Trade that proposed and passed the bond
measure to pay for the Colorado Street
Bridge linking Pasadena to Eagle Rock and
Los Angeles. Though we have grown and
matured, transit, transportation and ease
of access still dominate our public agenda.
