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   Over the past two years the Pasadena 
Chamber of Commerce has been making a 
significant investment in technology, par-
ticularly aimed at enhancing our internet 
presence. We have done this as a way to 
provide better service and raise the visibil-
ity of the Chamber and our members. We 
are seeing significant results from our re-
energized communication and outreach 
efforts, especially in traffic to our website.  

   We recently installed Google Analytics for 
our website. That is a free application that 
tracks usage and visits to the Chamber site. 
Every visit to www.pasadena-chamber.org 
or any of our subsidiary pages is counted. 
We cannot track personal information but 
Google Analytics gives a good view of how 
our pages are used, and what information 
visitors are most interested in accessing.   

   The statistics were unexpected. Last week 
(the week of 3/15) we had 2851 visits to our 
website. Those visitors viewed 7558 pages. 
Each visitor spent an average of 2:36 on the 
site, visiting 2.65 pages.  

   Of those visiting our web site, 64% found 
us via an online search engine. 14% came 
directly to our site, and the remaining 22% 
found us through a referring site, such as 
the City of Pasadena, other chambers or 
social media sites such as Facebook or 
Linked In . 51% of the search engine visits 
came through Google which means that of 
the 2851 visits to our website, 1454 of them 
started as a Google search.    

   More interesting is that of those 2851 
unique visits, 21% of those page views were 
of our online directory of members. That 
means 1568 visits to our website were peo-
ple looking for one or more of our members 
or your goods and services. That is an aver-
age of 224 visitors each day.  

   As a Chamber member, you receive a free 
listing in the online directory of members. 
Our recent enhancements allow you to in-
clude your logo or a photo and a brief de-
scription of your business, along with your 
contact information. The expanded listing 
is intended to give our members the oppor-
tunity to advertise in front of those 1568 
weekly visitors to our online directory. If 
you have not upgraded your listing yet, 
please call Kelly in the Chamber office.    

   As your Chamber, one of our most impor-
tant tasks is to help your business prosper 
and grow. One way we do that is by refer-
ring business to our members. As the stats 
show, many of those referrals come through  
the Chamber’s website by way of search 
engines. Putting your best face in front of 
the public, by taking advantage of the 
chance to upgrade your listing for free could 
drive even more business in your direction.
