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   The Pasadena Chamber Board of Directors consider ed the entire slate of propo-
sitions that will appear on the November, 2, 2010, state election ballot. Acting on 
recommendations from its Legislative and Government  Affairs Committee, the 
Board took the following stance on the November ini tiatives: 
 
· Proposition 19  (Legalize Marijuana): No position.  While it is understood 

that passage of Proposition 19 would impact Pasaden a’s business community, 
there was not consensus among the Board members to formulate a position.  

· Proposition 20  (Congressional redistricting by citizen commission ): Sup-
port.  The Board felt strongly that extending responsibil ity for redistricting 
for elections to congressional offices should rest with the state commission. 

· Proposition 21  (Special license plate surcharge to support state parks): No 
position.  The Board did not feel this significantly impacts our local business. 

· Proposition 22  (Bars state from borrowing from or taking local go vernment 
funding): Support.  Members of the Board were very clear that the Stat e 
needs to balance its budget without raiding local g overnments, redevelop-
ment or transportation funds to overcome budget def icits. 

· Proposition 23  (Suspends implementation of anti-greenhouse gas le gisla-
tion - AB 32- until there are four consecutive quar ters with 5.5% unemploy-
ment): Oppose.  The Board was in agreement that economic considera tions 
need to inform implementation of anti-greenhouse ga s legislation. The Board 
voted to oppose the measure because the 5.5% unempl oyment standard is 
unattainable and much of AB 32 is could be positive . The Chamber Board 
expressed strong reservations about the cap-and-tra de proposals in AB32, 
which would result in higher costs to our business community.  

· Proposition 24  (Ends corporate tax breaks for large companies) Oppose.  
The Chamber Board felt it is inappropriate to set t ax policy by initiative and 
that it is important not to increase the cost of do ing business, even to a rela-
tively small segment of the business community, at this time. 

· Proposition 25  (Removes the 2/3 requirement to pass the state bud get): 
Support.  After a lengthy discussion, the Board, on a 12-8 v ote, chose to sup-
port Prop. 25. The Board was clear that having no a pproved state budget 
hurts our state and local economy. The inability to  pass a budget at the state 
level damages our local business community and loca l governments, espe-
cially school districts. The Board is very frustrat ed with legislative gridlock.  

· Proposition 26  (Raises the margin needed for the state legislatur e to pass 
fee increases to 2/3): Support.  Coupled with the requirement that a 2/3 ma-

jority vote in the legislature is required to raise  taxes, this meas-
ure would force the state government to live within  its means. The 
Board felt passage of the proposition would be anot her step to 
force fiscal responsibility on California state gov ernment. Some fee 
increases and any new fees imposed by local governm ents would 
require a 2/3 vote of the public before they could be implemented.  

· Proposition 27  (Eliminate citizen’s redistricting commis-
sion): Oppose.  The Board feels the redistricting commission could  
be a key component in helping restore confidence in  California’s 
state legislature by helping break the stranglehold  each party has 
on seats in the legislature. The Board was also ver y concerned 
that the proponents of Prop. 27, entrenched politic ians and the 
political status quo, are not serving the needs of California, Cali-
fornians or our businesses. 
   The Pasadena Chamber of Commerce Board of Direct ors is very 
concerned that California continues to lose compani es, lose em-
ployers and lose jobs because our state legislature  and governor 
cannot pass a budget, are unable to agree on measur es necessary 
to enhance the economic climate in California and c ontinue to 
impose costs and regulations that are a burden to d oing business 
in our state.
