I expect 
the Route 66 location that meant so 
much in the pre-freeway era, isn’t 
seen as a thriving location today.    

   I won’t pretend to be an expert, 
but I do know that Pasadena is los-
ing a valuable institution with the 
closure of Pasadena Ford. Not only 
has the dealership been an impor-
tant member of the Chamber of 
Commerce for the past eight dec-
ades, but they have also been a 
strong contributor to our commu-
nity.
