General Plan, Economic Development (cont.)

Here are the basic results:

¢ In the Central District, which had the closest margin, 48.4%
supported B and C, while only 24% favored reducing growth and
19.4% favored reducing growth and moving the area’s develop-
ment capacity to East Pasadena.

¢ Along South Fair Oaks Avenue, 56.2% favored one of the two
growth alternatives, 22% wanted to curtail growth and 10.5%
favored Alternative A.

e Along North Lake Avenue, 60.2% favored one of the growth and
employment enhancement alternatives while 19% favored cur-
tailing economic growth and 8.5% favored Alternative A.

¢ In the area around Fair Oaks and Orange Grove, 57.6% favored
employment and economic growth opportunities while 20.4%
favored reducing growth and development and 8.8% wanted to
shift development capacity to east Pasadena.

e Along East Colorado Boulevard, from Lake Avenue to the east-
ern city limit, 54% favored enhanced employment and develop-
ment opportunities while 20.1% wanted to reduce growth and
additional employment opportunities and 13.9% favored shifting
development from downtown to this area.

¢ In East Pasadena/Hastings Ranch, 48.2% favored one of the
growth options, 20.7% want to curtail employment opportunities
and growth for economic development and 18.6% wanted to shift
development and growth from downtown to this area.

Despite the predominance of the responses from Pasadena residents,
growth and development options were preferred by a wide margin. As
the City Planning and Transportation Departments move forward to
create a draft plan, clearly they must consider the fact that economic
development, job creation and additional housing opportunities are a
priority for every neighborhood in Pasadena, and among all the various
constituencies that live and work here.

At the urging of the Pasadena Chamber, the City of Pasadena is put-
ting together an Economic Development Strategic Plan that will also
help inform the General Plan process and, we hope, be incorporated as
the Economic Development Element of the plan. That draft plan is being
circulated for comments to various constituencies before it is revised and
presented to the City Council for approval. The plan assesses current
economic conditions in Pasadena and is intended to help local stake-
holders and decision makers to implement strategies that will contrib-
ute to the City’s future economic health.

Areas of interest and emphasis include retail sales, automotive
(especially new car dealers), healthcare, technology, engineering, science
(especially space science), hospitality, office users, community-based
non-profits, green businesses, arts and culture, creative industries,
home-based businesses and home-based businesses.

The Chamber Board and our Legislative and Government Affairs
Committee are very pleased that the City if undertaking the Economic
Development Strategic Plan and have taken formal positions supporting
the effort. The Chamber will continue to monitor the process and com-
ment on the drafts and the plan evolves.
